1. Welcome, Introductions and Apologies for Absence

2. Previous Minutes
Apologies from Tom – Due to illness, being away and broadband issues, minutes from previous meeting have only been sent out today. Any alterations to be brought to next meeting.
3. Sutton Local Plan
Update on work with Hackbridge Forum, Wandle Forum and Wandle Vallet Regional regarding concerns on the proposed loss of Metropolitan Open Land proposed in The Sutton Plan.
Meeting was cancelled and is being rescheduled due to illness.
Hermione Brightwell spoke on behalf of Dean James
Update Strategic Planning Team have been collating comments – Available on line. 
Green Belt and MOL (Met Open Land) sites – Bedzed – School planned to go ahead.
West of Beddington Lane – Recent industrial land survey land is currently sufficient so no more intensification planned. Any building on west side would be in existing business sites, not to take more MOL. – Link for big local plan – Council going through all comments.
4. Beddington Farmlands
· Update on extraordinary meeting of Viridor Conservation and Access Management Committee to discuss role of community representatives
· Dennis Philpott has sent his CV to Nighat but has had no feedback.
· Update on seagull nuisance for residents and businesses on Therapia Lane
· DP to raise update on seagull nuisance for residents Therapia Lane at next meeting – Date tbc
· Proposed meeting with Thames Water to discuss concerns on management of 100 acre and schedule ancient monument sites.
-	Would like to enlist Sutton Council’s help to set up meeting with Thames Water regarding lack of cooperation on few issues. Hermione to ask Maureen to contact Mark Matthews or Adrian to help organise meeting with BNNF, Thames Water and Sutton Council.



5. Richmond Green
· Update on flooding/transport concerns on the Richmond Green bungalows site.
Tim Foster advised that he has had no replies/responses to his correspondence. Tim to continue following up. No flooding at moment. Electricity board have filled in the hole that was there. Now waiting for replacement cable to arrive (had previously ordered wrong material). Richmond Green looking more derelict than before. Application has been consented but subject to further conditions and details being submitted.
Nick Mattey has also submitted his petition.
Hermione to see if she can get an indicative programme. Nobody has given BNNF an update on what is going on.
6. Portland Cottages
· Update on parking issues for residents.
- No residents present at this meeting – Sandy would like some points and suggestions to put to Local Committee – BNNF to put in general comment regarding tidying and improving the stream/area. Whose water course is it and who is responsible for maintaining it? Sandy may follow up with Adrian from Thames Water.
- Issue regarding ownership/responsibility regarding car parking/footway. Pat Ali to follow up parking on pavement with council. Hermione to also follow up regarding parking issue/land registry. Sandy to also mention before/at Local Committee meeting.
7.  Neighbourhood Plan
· Planning support to look at intensification of industrial area.
-  Tom to set up meeting with Dean, Hermione and David Carlisle from Aecom. Got planning support but need to get into action.
Cannot read keys to plans printed out and supplied to us.
8. Public Realm/Transport
· Update on proposed Beddington Village improvements
-  Hermione and Holly – Been looking at possible improvements in village area. List of ideas from last meeting been followed up. – Short list presented.  Not yet final proposal. Still more to be worked out but feedback on this direction welcome from tonight.
Last meeting x25 points – Cost for some areas could be covered by other groups, e.g. ERF community funding, Local Committee, TFL etc.
Entrance to Beddington Park from Beddington Lane, Village Hall, intersection with Croydon Road and Beddington Lane.
Boundary of Village Hall and square just of Beddington Lane.
Link between Beddington Park and back of Village Hall.
Where Wandle crosses Beddington Lane.
Hillers Lane/Beddington Lane – Vegetation, village hall wall.
Improvement to path opposite Wandle Bank – Wall ownership and trees along Wandle responsibility to be investigated.
Worked up ideas to be developed at end of week.
DP directed Maureen to Diocese of Southwark – Ownership of path/land in front in question. Current secretary of village hall – Address to be sent to Maureen (DP).
Is a shame that PB Builders is not a part of this – Council is reviewing the site/use of site. Highway across their site entrance has sunk and becomes flooded – Not really suitable for the size of the business – Could be looked at as part of intensification elsewhere in industrial area. Boundary of PB Builders and allotment area to be looked at.
Land by Wickes needs addressing.
Major Scheme works will look at how overall area is developed – There is a higher level plan going on above these smaller improvement proposals.
DP advised that the Conservation Area Advisory Group was disbanded over a year ago (due to lack of attendance).
Industrial area sign to be removed.
Lorry restrictions/bans and signage previously discussed have still not happened.
20mph – Lot of concerns on Facebook – Has died down – Statutory notice period closed last week. Notices were bit confusing – BNNF happy to help if there are objections.
Roadworks – UK Power Networks – Lot of roadworks not being efficiently managed at the moment. Should have now improved.
Yellow lines Coomber Way, Beddington Farm Road etc – Highways have come up with proposal to deal with objection and yellow lines and parking scheme should be moving forward now.
Major Scheme – Working with highways on major scheme and finalising and working on design commission – 1st stage of big project on understanding Beddington, including vehicle routing plus other items still to be considered.
Trees on Beddington Lane – Ideally need mulch delivery – Need a date to hit – Parks can put mulch down if we let them know where – A Saturday in July – Hermione to put Tom directly in touch with parks to organise – Date tbc
